DAY 01 DEPART CANADA

DAY 04 JOHANNESBURG- HAZYVIEW

for South Western Township, is home to over 2 million people, who, 
despite living in crowded and chaotic conditions, have a tangible sense 
of community, one which ironically, the ordered, walled, northern 
suburbs lack. Drive past the Hector PietersonMuseum and Mandela 
House before leaving the commercial hub to travel into the 
Mpumalanga region. Continue on through Graskop to Hazyview, just 
outside Kruger National Park. Overnight in Hazyview

DAY 05 KRUGER NATIONAL PARK
The world-renowned Kruger National Park offers a wildlife experience 
that ranks with the best in Africa. There are approximately 147 mammal 
species here, including the `Big 5': lion, elephant, buffalo, leopard and 
rhino (black & white).  Spend your day game viewing from your coach in 
this unspoilt 20,000 square kilometer park. You may be lucky and spot 
Africa’s ‘Big Five’ - the exhilaration of seeing wildlife at close range is a 
truly unforgettable experience!
